After extensive consultation with historians, students, researchers and librarians, History Resource Center: World has undergone 
signi�cant changes. Enhancements to the design, features and functionality of this acclaimed database include:

	� “Search a Reference Work” from the homepage — students can now select an individual reference work within the collection and 
apply a speci�c search term to it (i.e. they can search on “Oil” only within Islam and the Muslim World ). This feature allows for 
more precise research when narrower contexts are needed in assignments and exams

	� New tabs for Biographies and Newspapers — in addition to the existing tabs for  Reference, Periodical, Primary Sources and Maps 
& Multimedia, two new tabs have been added for Biographies and Newspapers. This allows students to further re�ne their results 
according to the type of content they need

	� New Sort delimiters in the results lists — now students can sort their results using various delimiters speci�c to each tab including: 
Relevance, Publication, Document Type, Image Type and Date of Publication. The ability to sort results allows researchers and 
students to quickly access the type of document that best suits their needs (e.g. sorting primary sources in order to isolate  memoirs 
from government legislation or songs)

	� Print, Download, or Email entire Primary Source Documents — new Print and Email options simplify the process of printing 
documents (such as complete primary source works) and sharing information with others
